Thierry Cohen has been a professional photographer since 1985 and from the end of the 8os on, a pioneer in the use of
digital techniques. He lives and works between Paris and Monségur close to the Atlantic Coast.

Since 2006, he has devoted most of his time to his personal work.
He is interested in the impact of human activities, and in particular on nature.

In 2008 with the Binary Kids series, he questions the future of next generations facing networks and digital technologies,
both, the origin and consequences of growth.

Since 2010, between megacities and deserts, he has been working on Darkened Cities. His photographic scrutiny of the
quality of night skies is a way of revealing the urgency for sustainable use of energy systems and fighting against
climate change.

Carbon Catchers an ongoing project since 2017, questions the relationship of humans to their habitat and the role of forests
as essential carbon sinks to cease global warming.

Cutting Edge series produced during the great lockdown, brings back our past, confronts it with the state of the
contemporary world and triggers a reflection on a possible, desirable future.
